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Target is pursuing plans to build a store at
Shoreline Center near Home Depot. The
Design Review Board turned down the initial
site design, but madifications to the design
are underway for resubmittal.

A proposal to build a big box retailer at
Marin Square has stalled, as developers
learned of a requirement to conduct an
Environmental Impact Report.

A new racetrack for remote control electric

cars has been approved for 115 Third Street.

The site will operate Thursday-Friday (1-5)
and Saturday-Sunday (10-6). The city
disallowed the use of gasoline-powered
models, which are far noisier.

Design Review Board approved an 82-unit
subdivision at Loch Lomond, which
includes a full service supermarket,
playgrounds and bay access. The project
now moves to the Planning Commission
and City Council.

The proposed 15-unit condominium at the
corner of Mission and Irwin is

moving through the planning process.
Groundbreaking is now anticipated in late
summer.

The city is considering a multi-use path for
walkers and bikers along East Francisco

Boulevard that would provide easier,
non-motorized access to and from the
Canal. Additionally, the city is moving to
improve the intersection at Union and
Third, by lengthening the turn lane from
Third onto Union and adding a turn lane

from Union into Whole Foods. This involves
movement of utility poles and probably won't

be completed for 1.5 to 2 years.

» Here’s a good project: United Market is
developing a small office building on Third
Street across from their store that will
include 3 residential units that will be
reserved for their employees.

e The KFC/Taco Bell Combo on Second
Street is now open.

+ A five-story residential building is being
proposed for the old Salute site.

Freeway Widening Underway

¥ The project to widen the freeway through San Rafael and to add a carpool
lane has begun on the portion of US 101 from the 580 interchange to the
Coleman School pedestrian overpass. This portion is still expected to
conclude by the end of 2008. Towards the end of this year, after the 580 flyover is complete,
workers will begin tearing up the main 101 roadbed to stabilize a portion of the highway around a
sewer pipe. This will cause major rerouting and delays.

Groundbreaking on the Puerto Suello Hill to San Pedro Road phase has encountered a six-
month delay and is now scheduled to start in May-June, 2007 and conclude in June of 2009.

The project still includes the pedestrian/bike path from Mission to Los Ranchitos Road, the open
grade asphalt to reduce noise and a superior sound wall to actually absorb noise rather than
refiect it.
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The San Rafael Police Department received a $378,000 grant to enforce traffic regulations in the
city. The first project was a roving DUI patrol of six officers and one sergeant. In one evening,
the police netted 6 DUI arrests, 22 people driving with a suspended license or no license, nine

moving violations and one person who was booked for outstanding arrest warrants.

The police have also promised a closer watch on stop signs and intersections. They send
m “decoys” into the crosswalk and ticket motorists who come too close to the decoys.

Please drive carefully and stop fully at crosswalks to keep our area safe for all.

Our Disappearing Canopy

Your Neighborhood Association is working with the Federation of
San Rafael Neighborhoods, Marin Releaf and city officials to help
maintain and restore the beautiful canopy of street trees we have
come to enjoy in our neighborhood. So far, we have focused on
two issues. First, we are working with PG&E to insure that their
pruning techniques do as little damage to the health and
appearance of our street trees as possible. This can be a
challenge when large trees are planted directly under high-voitage
lines. Nonetheless, we have toured the city with PG&E to point out
problem areas and heighten their awareness of our concerns.
Secondly, we are working with the city to review and amend their tree replacement plan,
so that a tall, mature canopy regrows for future generations to enjoy, and that smaller
trees are replanted where the large trees are inappropriate and that there are no
significant gaps.
